CRIS CARTER
FROM RECORDS TO REDEMPTION
One of the most prolific wide receivers in NFL history, Cris Carter turned 
consistency into greatness. Over a remarkable 16-season career, he 
scored 130 touchdowns, ranking second in NFL history at his retirement, 
and earned eight consecutive Pro Bowl selections. After joining the 
Minnesota Vikings in 1990, Carter became the team’s emotional anchor 
— leading them in receptions for 10 straight years and recording eight 
consecutive 1,000-yard seasons. Known for his reliability and fierce 
competitiveness, he retired with 1,101 receptions, 13,899 yards, 19 
Vikings team records, and a spot on the NFL’s All-Decade Team of the 
1990s.

But beyond the records, Carter’s greatest transformation came off the 
field. In 1988, guided by teammates Reggie White and Keith Byars, he 
surrendered his life to Christ — a decision that gave him a new purpose 
and perspective.

“I now have a purpose in life — to use the platform I’ve been given so 
that God’s name might be glorified.”

If you’ve ever wanted to hear the firsthand story of a man who 
experienced success, brokenness, and redemption, being in the room for 
this discussion with Cris Carter is a must. His transparency, authenticity, 
and honesty will leave you on the edge of your seat the entire night.
